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Rajat Gupta

Rajat Kumar Gupta is a member of the Foundation Board of the World Economic Forum.  He serves as chairman of the board of the Global Fund for AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria.  Mr. Gupta is the senior partner worldwide of McKinsey & Company.  In his 34-year career in consulting, Mr. Gupta has served many leading companies on a broad set of topics related to strategy, organisation and operations. He has played a thought leadership role in organisational thinking throughout his career, and led the Organization Practice for the firm.

Mr. Gupta is very active in many non-profit institutions focused on education, health and development. He served as the United Nations secretary-general’s special adviser on UN reform, is an independent director of Goldman Sachs, Qatar Financial Centre and is on the board of the Rockefeller Foundation.  Mr. Gupta holds a bachelor of technology degree in mechanical engineering from the Indian Institute of Technology, and a M.B.A. from Harvard Business School.

Professor Michel Kazatchkine

Michel Kazatchkine, M.D., serves as the executive director of The Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria.  Professor Kazatchkine has been working in the field of AIDS for the past 20 years.  After receiving his medical training at Necker Enfants Malades in Paris, Prof. Kazatchkine continued his studies with training in immunology at the Institut Pasteur, followed by postdoctoral fellowships at St. Mary's Hospital in London and Harvard Medical School in Boston. 

In 1988, Prof. Kazatchkine became the director of the French National Research Agency (ANRS), the world's second largest AIDS research program. Prof. Kazatchkine has published more than 550 papers in numerous leading medical journals and he continues to treat patients and to direct the department of clinical immunology at the Georges Pompidou European Hospital in Paris, as well as teach at the Rene Descartes University of Paris. 

Prof. Kazatchkine has served as the chair of the technical review panel of the Global Fund for two years and is a former chair of the WHO's scientific and technical advisory group on HIV/AIDS. He became executive director of the Global Fund in March 2007.
Dr. Peter Piot

Executive director of UNAIDS since its creation in 1995 and under secretary-general of the United Nations, Dr. Piot earned a medical degree from the University of Ghent, a Ph.D. in microbiology from the University of Antwerp, Belgium, and was a senior fellow at the University of Washington in Seattle. After graduating from medical school, Dr. Piot co-discovered the Ebola virus in Zaire in 1976.
Born in 1949 in Belgium, Dr. Piot is fluent in three languages and is the author of 16 books and more than 500 scientific articles. He has received numerous awards for scientific and societal achievement, and was knighted as a baron by King Albert II of Belgium in 1995. He is a member of the Institute of Medicine of the National Academy of Sciences of the United States and the Royal Academy of Medicine of Belgium, and is a fellow of the Royal College of Physicians of London, United Kingdom.
